1.   WELCOME
The Chairman,  Andre van Zyl, opened the meeting at 7.15pm. He welcomed everyone and asked whether they had signed the attendance register and had received a voting slip. Reverend Noel opened in prayer. 
2.   ANNUAL REPORT: THE CHAIRMAN’s SPEECH
Introduction

A very warm welcome to all community members and representatives of community based organizations in the Wierdabrug Sector 1, 2 & 3 areas. This AGM was called in order that this Community Policing Forum complies with the Gauteng Provincial Directives for Community Policing Forums and Boards 2005 issued by the MEC for Safety and Security. Your presence tonight is important, as it ratifies efforts by the present Wierdabrug CPF committee to promote and encourage good relationships, partnerships and communication between this community and the SA Police Service.
The  Wierdabrug CPF Executive Committee
The current executive committee has had a difficult but otherwise relatively successful year, and has operated in a positive and regular manner.
SAPS

We regret to inform you that we had a good year as a CPF, but the past few weeks have been very challenging due to certain actions by the SAPS that raised the alarm bells. 

We will now again have to work with a new Station Commander and we don’t know when this will change again.  However, we hope and trust that the new Station Commander is a man of integrity and  that he will get the job done in a proper and honest fashion.  The trust from the CPF towards the SAPS is currently nonexistent, and will have to be rebuilt. This will be a major task, as we don’t know who we can trust.  A full report will be made available once all the formalities have been attended to.

Protection of CPF Members

Together with the legal team we will have make provision legally and financially for the protection of innocent patrollers victimized by the SAPS.

Crime Figures. 

The CPF executive has made it very clear that the moratorium on the accessibility of crime facts and figures is extremely counterproductive to good governance. What we cannot measure, we cannot manage. The committee will insist that crime figures (not percentages) must be made available to the CPF members who need to work in conjunction with SAPS management in order to coordinate action plans for the benefit of the community.

Reservists.

It is with regret that we are still no further with the reservists than 3 years ago.

Sector Vehicles

The SAPS major challenges is to keep the sector vehicles running and maintained. A major logistical challenge is the lack of vehicles and the poor condition of the current fleet.

Metro

The regular CPF meetings are still not attended by Metro police.

CPF

We have been instrumental in capturing various criminals in Sector 1 & 3 over the past year.

Domestic Forum

We have achieved successes with the Domestic Forum and will continue with good work and expand the participation to the whole of Sector 1 & 3.

Community involvement and CPF structures

I wish to summarise on the importance of CPF structures and make a plea as to why the community has an obligation to get involved.

To reiterate, the main purpose and functions of the CPF are:

· to maintain a partnership between the SAPS and the community.

· to promote communication and co-operation between SAPS and the community.

· to help improve Service Delivery and improve transparency between us.

· to intensify joint problem identification and problem solving.

We all realise that crime is our current scourge in South Africa and that we will only win this battle if everybody - including the public, the businesses and the institutions - join hands and find synergy with the SAPS and government in the management of crime prevention. The SAPS alone CANNOT solve our crime problems. Crime is at source a social problem and hence we are all collectively responsible. Yet the Wierdabrug SAPS station chose to destroy this relationship. 

Things still to be achieved:

We need

· greater community support.

· more Call Centre volunteers.

· to establish more Residents’ Associations.

· larger participation by all through monetary contributions.

· fund raising.

· more residents and SAPS combined Crime Prevention Operations.

· a working relationship with security companies.

 I believe the CPF initiative, as a whole, is an amazing way to engage and bring together the community as a whole There are numerous examples of very successful CPFs and some not so successful ones. It is basically up to the SAPS community to take up the offer and get involved in an honest fashion.

Conclusion 

When I got involved three years ago there was little interest in the CPF. By putting in hours of meetings and seeing people, we started to grow to a formidable team expanding every year with more and more suburbs and people getting involved.  I want to sincerely thank all the members of the CPF who put in so much effort over the past years, and inform the new members that this is hard work and there is no pay or gratitude.
3.  AGM FINANCIAL REPORT BY THE TREASURER
· Records have been kept since March 2008
· The CPF is approved by SARS as a Non-profit organisation and can issue "Section 18A" Certificates to persons making donations to the CPF so that the Donor can claim the donation as a deduction from his/her taxable income.

· The income tax returns were submitted for tax years 2009 and 2010 and we received "Null Assessments" for both years so our tax affairs are up-to-date and in order; the return for tax year 2011 will be submitted when the forms are available.
· Income is from donations and fund-raising by jumble sales and funds are urgently required.
· Vodacom sponsored us with pay-as-you-go cell phone vouchers for two years but this will end shortly and we will have to pay for the vouchers from CPF funds.
