DO YOU KNOW?
Perhaps a stupid question, but do you know who you allow onto your property?  We have been checking the so called “labour pick-up points” and we have found that the building contractors and the garden service companies are the guys who make use of informal labour.  This off-course is cheap labour, no registration of employees with the Department of Labour thus no commitment from the employer.

Let us look at the scenario of the garden service or builder, but more so the garden service.  The employee of the garden service has access to your whole property for a couple of hours every week.  He can get close to windows and doors and especially to doors where the key is left in the door, to quickly memorise the key number.  They can look through windows to see what is in the house.  They also get to know how to lock the dogs away or they just befriend your dogs.  We all know that this type of information is valuable to thieves.
Have you ever asked your garden service/building guys for their ID’s?

Have you ever asked your garden service provider/building contractor if he knows where his “employees” stay?
Try and take photos of the guys who are on your property – they do not want you to – why not?

Surely if someone comes onto my property I am allowed to take a picture.

In a certain area in Johannesburg the residents stood together and said no ID, no entry.  The garden service moved out of the area.

Before you enter into any contract with a service provider you make sure that it is written into the contract that every employee who enters your property must have a valid ID and that he/she brings it with, every day and that pictures will be taken of the employees.

The same with you char or casual gardener – do you know where they stay?  Do you have a copy of their ID’s.  If something should happen to them on your property do you have contact details of any family?  It might sound stupid to you, but it could become quite costly.
